We are pleased and excited that your child will be joining us for a week of fun at Happy Haven Bible Camp.  To help you and your child prepare for camp, we are sending you this information.  


All campers should bring the following items:

· Bible and pen or pencil

· Pillow and sleeping bag or bedding

· Comfortable casual clothes (no dress clothes required)

· Sweatshirts or other clothing for cool evenings

· Swimsuit, towel, and sunscreen

(modest swimwear required, entire midriff/belly covered for girls)

· Bath towels and wash cloths

· Rain gear

· Soap, toothbrush, shampoo, and other toiletries

· Flashlight

· Insect repellent 
· Prewashed white t-shirt to tie-dye
Each day there will be a special/ funny clothing day. Participation in these days will help your child’s team earn points in a competition!  Please note that some of these have changed from years past!  To encourage more participation in these days, the list is as follows:  

· Monday- Around the world (any USA/other country) 

· Tuesday- Redneck Day-Country, Flannels, Cowboy boots, Camo
· Wednesday- Beach Day – Hawaiian Style Clothes, Bright Colors, Leis
· Thursday- Crazy Hair/Hat/ Sock, etc. Day
· Friday- Tie-Dye Day - Wear your tie-dye shirts, and anything else that is tie-dyed!
Please be aware of and inform your child of the following information:
1. All campers are expected to be on time for and participate in all camp activities.
2. To help your child keep track of his/her belongings, you may wish to mark clothing and other personal items with your child's initials.
3. The following items are prohibited: cell phones, tablets, electronic games, pocket knives, weapons, and any potentially harmful or disruptive devices.  Any of these items brought to camp will be confiscated and not returned until campers return home.
4. Boys are not permitted in the girls' cabin area, and girls are not permitted in the boys' cabin area.  No camper is permitted inside a cabin other than his/her own unless accompanied by someone from that cabin.
5. If staff members encounter excessive disciplinary problems with any camper, his/her parents will be notified and will be required to provide transportation home for their camper at that time.
6. Campers are not permitted to use camp telephones.  In case of emergency, parents may leave messages by calling the camp at 814-658-3815.
7. Campers should bring no money to camp.

8. The three regular camp meals, along with snack items provided daily, should provide adequate nourishment for each camper.  To prevent potential problems between campers, campers are discouraged from bringing excessive amounts of snacks to camp.
9. Campers should arrive at camp on Sunday, August 1, between 4:30 and 5:00 p.m.  Immediately upon arrival at camp, all campers will register in the lobby of the dining hall, where cabin assignments, schedules, and other information will be distributed.  The RLMC bus will leave the church parking lot at 2:45 p.m.  Please be at the church at 2:15pm to register in the FLC and pack luggage. If you are from RLMC and will not be riding the RLMC bus, please let us know ahead of time so we can plan accordingly!  During registration, all medications and instructions for their use should be given to the camp nurse.  
10. Parents are invited to visit the camp on Friday, August 6, from 1:00 to 2:00 p.m. The closing program will begin promptly at 1:45pm.  We understand that it may not be possible for many parents to attend but are providing the opportunity for those who wish to visit. Parents are discouraged from visiting the camp at other times during the week because of the disruption of camp activities and potential homesickness problems.  Please notify the camp director or one of the pastors if any campers will be leaving camp before 2:30 p.m. on Friday.  
11. To provide for the safety, well-being and security of our campers and staff, we reserve the right to inspect/search for and confiscate any item deemed inappropriate.
12. We would like to encourage parents of children to send life vests for swimming at the lake your child is a “somewhat” or non-swimmer.  Please be sure the Life Vest (PFD) is labeled. 
13. You may wish to self-address and stamp a postcard or letter to make it easier for your child to write to you.  Mail is delivered daily to the camp.  To send mail to your child, address it to:
